Remember that throughout the year, basic updates to your church's information
(i.e., changes in Clerk of Session, address, phone, etc.) can be made on G.A's
website at any time.  Just be sure if you make changes on G.A.’s website, that
you please pass that information along to the Presbytery office as well, so that
our records will be accurate.
