ENERGIZER TIPS AND TECHNIQUES

The purpose of energizers is to create community, build enthusiasm and

energy, and to prepare a group for whatever is to follow.

- Start energizers at the energy level of the group and build. Leave the
group at the energy level appropriate for the next thing to happen.

- Keep energizers simple and repetitive — people need to be able to focus
on having fun rather than worrying about too many different moves.

- If leading energizers, keep your movements simple and exaggerated so
they are easy to follow.

« Energizers can be created to a wide variety of music. Take into
consideration the group you are targeting and choose appropriate music,
both for the age of the group and for the mood you wish to create.

« Listen carefully to lyrics of music you plan to use and make certain they
are appropriate.

« Stop the energizer while people are still enjoying it — leave them wanting
more rather than dragging it out to the bitter end and having enthusiasm
fizzle.

« Consider the limitations of potential participants when creating energizers.
For example, it is very difficult to turn or jump when seating is in pews due
to limited space.

« Energizers can be created without music — they can be done using
movement, rhythm, cheers, or chants.

« Teach the progression of the energizer before leading it, using “cues” to
indicate what is coming next.

« Once the energizer starts, cue the participants several beats before the
next movement is to begin.

« Limit the use of left and right in teaching and instead move people toward
“landmarks” in the room

« Try out your newly created energizer on some willing volunteers before
trying it out on a room full of folks to see if your instructions are clear and
the transitions all work.

« Most of all, look as if YOU are having fun and it will help free everyone
else up to relax, try it, and enjoy it as well.



“MARBELIZED PAPER”

Supplies Needed:

1 can shaving cream

1 plastic tablecloth

1 plastic fork PER person

3+ colors of Liquid Watercolors

1 Squeegee (or plastic 12 inch ruler)
Squares of cardstock paper (light colors)
Roll of paper towels

Large lined trash can

1. Working on a table covered with a plastic tablecloth squirt a
small amount of shaving cream out onto the cloth (ust about
the same size as your squares of paper.

2. Each guest uses the dropper bottles of liquid watercolors to
gently squeeze several drops of whichever colors they choose
onto the shaving cream pile.

3. With the fork, the person gently rakes it through the colors
and makes swirls somewhat mixing the droplets.

4. Now with the square of paper gently press it onto the
shaving cream and lightly rub the paper (do NOT press
down).

5. Pull the paper off and have an adult use the squeegee to
remove the excess shaving cream from the paper.

6. Voila!! The paper is now marbleized — let dry completely.

Sometimes you can reuse the same pile of shaving cream
depending on how “brown” the colors look. Otherwise, use the
squeegee to scrap off the used shaving cream and wipe with a
paper towel to have a clean surface for the next person.

These make GREAT nametags and are fast and easy for all ages
to make. You need to have someone manning this station
whenever you do this activity.
